1. Explain Punnett Square

2. Be able to make a Punnett Square

a. REMEMBER  to write the alleles/letters for mom and dad before doing the Punnett Square

3. Genotype – the genes or alleles for a trait, CAN’T SEE IT     TT     tt    Tt
a. Alleles come in pairs – One from MOM and one from DAD  

Example:  MM   Mm  TT  tt

4. Phenotype – the visible trait, CAN SEE IT, ex:  eye color
5. Homozygous trait – two identical alleles  for a trait   TT   tt
6. Heterozygous trait – two different alleles for a trait  Tt
7. Protein Synthesis – production of proteins
a. DNA codes for proteins
b. RNA – Helps DNA make proteins

                  Has Uracil instead of Thymine   

                 Uracil matches with Adenine

c. Protein synthesis takes place in the Ribosomes
